 1.  With respect to the property, give:





(a)  The official title or name used by the holding agency;





(b)  The street address, city, county, and State for urban property, or the RFD address, county, and State for rural property;





(c)  The number of buildings, acres of land, and a brief description of the utility facilities;





(d)  The holding agency use;





(e)  The sale price; and





(f)  The acquisition cost to the Government.





 2.  Explain the manner of sale, indicating whether by:





(a)  Competitive sealed bid sale (specifying the bids received; indicating whether purchaser was the high bidder; and explaining the circumstances if purchaser was not the high bidder);





(b)  Sale by auction (stating how sale was advertised); or





(c)  Negotiated sale (explaining why the sale was negotiated; specifying the circumstances surrounding the negotiation; reciting the extent of advertising and the extent to which other prospective purchasers were solicited; and including a copy of the explanatory statement submitted to the committees of Congress in regard thereto).





 3.  Identify the purchaser by:





(a)  Name;





(b)  Address; and





(c)  Trade names (if any) under which purchaser is doing business.





 4.	If a corporation, give State and date of incorporation and name and address of:





(a)  Each holder of 25% or more of the corporate stock;





(b)  Each subsidiary; and





(c)  Each company under common control with purchaser.

 5.  If a partnership, give:





(a)  Name and address of each partner; and





(b)  Other business connections of each partner.





 6.  Give the nature of purchaser's business, indicating whether its scope is local, statewide, regional, or national.





 7.  Give an estimate of the dollar sales volume of purchaser (as of latest calendar or fiscal year).





 8.  Give an estimate of the net worth of purchaser.





 9.  Give the intended use of the property by the purchaser.





10.  Obtain from the purchaser a waiver agreement, signed by an authorized official, addressed to the Regional Administrator of the General Services Administration, substantially as follows:





We desire clearance by the Attorney General, pursuant to the Federal Property and Administrative Services Act of 1949, section 207 as amended (40 U.S.C. 488), for our purchase from the United States Government of certain property identified as the   (Property Identification), (Address), (GSA Control Number).





In consideration of such clearance, we agree �� and authorize you to so advise the Attorney General �� that we will not interpose, as a defense in any antitrust proceedings, the fact that the sale of said property was made by a Government agency or that approval of such sale was given by any department or agency of the United States Government:  Provided, however, That this agreement on our part shall not constitute an admission by us with respect to any matter or thing arising under the antitrust laws.
